Pet Policy

Ojai Valley Inn & Spa is pleasecl to welcome you and your canine.
In an effort to ensure the peace and tranquility of all guests,
we ask for your assistance with the following’:

Pets must be leashed at all times while on property. Owners must be present,
or the pet removed from the room for houseleeeping to freshen your room.
Owner’s responsibility will include interruption of activities to attend
to a barking dog that may be disrupting other guests.

Dogs are restricted from the following areas of the resort:

1) Golf Course; 2) Spa Village; 3) Main pool; 4) Restaurants. This includes ALL indoor
and outdoor seating areas for restaurants, with the exception of the two tables across
from the Qak Terrace next to the fountain at the entrance to the Neff Lounge.
These are only available when there is outside Oak Terrace service for lunch
and dinner upon availal)ility. These rules are per County Health Codes and
the only exceptions are for Certified Guide Dosgs.

A LN loheltine fee will be automatically charge& to your account. If there is any
clamage to the room due to your pet, the cost of repair will be c}largecl to your account.
You will also be responsible for any compensation given to another guest staying on property
due to a disturbance caused ]ay your canine and this will be cl'largecl to your account.

The owner herel)y represents Ojai VaHey Inn & Spa that their pet is not inclined to bite, and
that in the event that their dog/pet bites causing injury while on the Inn premises,
the owners hereby agrees to fu”y and hold harmless and in(lemnify the Inn from
any 1ia1)i1ity, which the Inn may incur, inclucling, but not limited to,

reasonable attorney fees, relating to such clog bite.
