Located in the charming historic Spanish-style town of Ojai 14 miles
from the Pacific Ocean, 35 miles south of Santa Barbara and 73 miles
northwest of Los Angeles.

Ojai’s unique east-west orientation attracted the Chumash Indians,
the original inhabitants of this area who revered it as a place of
healing, as well as contemporary spiritual seekers who ascribe mystical
powers to this valley that is still called “The Nest.” Today, the Ojai
Valley is a haven for artists, writers and movie stars who find
inspiration in Ojai’s serene beauty.

In 1923, Edward Drummond Libbey, wealthy Ohio glass
manufacturer and philanthropist, built a country club and golf course
for residents and visitors. He commissioned famed architect Wallace
Neff to design the clubhouse in the traditional Spanish Colonial style
of Southern California.

Renowned golf course architect George C. Thomas, Jr. was
commissioned to design a course from the natural terrain that was
immediately hailed as “the cream of Southern California courses.”

308 spacious rooms and suites, most with fireplaces and terraces with
spectacular mountain and golf course views. All rooms have king or
double beds with exclusive “Ojai Nest” bedding, LCD flat-screen
televisions and high-speed internet access.

Room rates range from $400 to $600; suites from $700 to $6,000.

All guests have unlimited use of the driving range and free valet
parking.

Year-round activities include golf on the George C. Thomas Jr.-
designed 18- hole championship course, a full service tennis center
with four hard courts, and swimming or lounging at three heated
swimming pools and whirlpools.

Camp Ojai for children 5-12 offers supervised educational activities
with a focus on learning about the Chumash Indians, and outdoor
activities in which our camp-goers revel in Ojai’s beautiful
Mediterranean climate.

The Nest is a special teen-only destination, with activities ranging
from foosball and a pool table to wii, xbox360 and Guitar Hero.
Teens may also enjoy “UR Space” at the Main Pool. Specialty menu
items and mocktails, their own private cabana, and retail items with a
teen theme make this venue perfect for hanging out with friends.

Off-property excursions include guided hiking, bird watching tours,
artist studio tours, jeep tours, ocean and lake fishing, surfing and
kayak lessons in the Pacific Ocean or nearby Lake Casitas.

An award-winning 31,000-square-foot luxury spa with twenty-eight
treatment areas, including massage rooms with fireplaces, the recently
renovated Spa Ojai offers an unusual variety of therapies, plus
whitlpools, steam rooms, saunas and sunbathing loggias for men and
women.

The luxurious 3,500-square-foot spa penthouse has a private elevator,
meditation loft and large terraces with private outdoor whirlpools and

fireplaces for VIP guests.

Spa Ojat’s gym is well equipped with a state-of-the-art cardio theatre,
a full selection of weight machines and free weights.

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RESTAURANTS

A daily schedule of complimentary mind/body classes includes t'ai
chi, yoga, qi gong, meditation, spinning, and water aerobics, plus
more unusual offerings such as dancing and cardio-boxing. Power
walks and nature hikes are offered daily.

Two pools are located at Spa Ojai, one of which offers guest cabanas
for added privacy.

The Artist’s Cottage and Apothecary at Spa Ojai offers classes in a
variety of art mediums and custom blending of spa products. The
Personal Mandala is a signature Ojai experience which is quiet and
introspective, with insightful feedback from your instructor.

Oak Cafe: Breakfast is served daily. Our menu features regionally
grown fruits, house made granola, organic egg dishes and freshly
squeezed juices. by the Chef’s feature garden-grown and hand-made
ingredients.

Oak Grill: Lunch is served at Oak, which features signature soups,
freshly prepared salads and Chef specialties. Dining is outside on the
Oak Terrace overlooking the golf course or inside by the fireplace.
Radiant heating on the terrace tile make it appealing all year round.

Jimmy’s: A casual pub features thin-crust New York-style pizzas and
a wide selection of beers and wines by the glass. Golfers, sports
enthusiasts and families will enjoy the rich, earthy décor and
hardwoods along with 60” plasma television screens for all major
sporting events.

Café Verde: Serves lighter Mediterranean fare for lunch; salads,
smoothies, sandwiches and desserts are available all afternoon.
